* Underlying Medical Conditions Include: 

• Cancer 
• Chronic kidney disease 
• Chronic lung diseases, including COPD (chronic obstructive pulmonary disease), asthma 

(moderate-to-severe), interstitial lung disease, cystic fibrosis, and pulmonary hypertension 
• Dementia or other neurological conditions 
• Diabetes (type 1 or type 2) 
• Down syndrome 
• Heart conditions (such as heart failure, coronary artery disease, cardiomyopathies or 

hypertension) 
• HIV infection 
• Immunocompromised state (weakened immune system) 
• Liver disease 
• Overweight and obesity 
• Pregnancy 
• Sickle cell disease or thalassemia 
• Smoking, current or former 
• Solid organ or blood stem cell transplant 
• Stroke or cerebrovascular disease, which affects blood flow to the brain 
• Substance use disorders 

** occupational or institutional settings may include healthcare workers, teachers, grocery store 

workers, retail workers, first responders, residents and staff of congregant settings (corrections, 

homeless shelters, group homes etc) and many others where a person is in close contact with people 

less than six feet apart on an ongoing basis.
